Title: National Trainings Leader
Department: Sierra Student Coalition Trainings Committee, Alternative Trainings Sub-Committee
Reports to: Trainings Chair

Scope: Trainings Committee members are responsible for setting policy, direction and budget for the trainings department. The Alternative Trainings Sub-Committee is an emerging body within the program that aims to develop and implement trainings beyond the Summer Environmental Leadership Training Program model. Planning and preparing for these and select other events it a year-long affair. 

Application Process: Please submit the following application to the national office (sierra.student@sierraclub.org) as soon as possible.  Trainings Committee applications are reviewed on a rolling basis.  Applications are reviewed by the current trainings committee and the Trainings Director and submitted to our student-run Executive Committee.

Requirements: 
1. Organizing Experience: Trainings Committee members should have at least one year of organizing experience in their community or on campus.  They should be familiar with national conservation priorities and the current organizing environment around them. 

2. Training Experience:  Applicants must be able to answer questions and provide assistance to students who need guidance in planning trainings events, and must have attended an activist training program, preferably an SSC Summer Program.  Preference will also be given to applicants with training experience.

3. Membership: Committee members will be a paying member of the Sierra Club (click here https://ww2.sierraclub.org/membership/frip/index.asp?frip=F99QE73001 to join).

Perks: Planning, implementing, and coordinating a trainings program  will give you the opportunity to work with students from around the country, help other students carry out awesome trainings and campaigns on their campuses, produce materials develop skills, meet people from the SSC, Sierra Club, and other organizations, potentially travel to exciting events, and get to make a difference on an issue of national importance! 

Job Activities:

Members of the Alternative Trainings committee will:

1. Integrate trainings into summits and conferences during the school year.

2. Manage remote trainings conducted during the semester over the telephone and internet.

3. Organize and implement a Trainers Bureau and a program of local campus-specific trainings. 
4. Identify opportunities to develop new trainings models for the SSC. 
5. Serve as trainer at select Training events and opportunities.

6. Attend periodic committee conference calls, remain in frequent email contact, and attend the SSC’s annual (and amazingly awesome!) summer retreat (assistance with travel to this event may be possible).  

7. Participate in the periodic administration and review of program evaluations and needs assessments.
